Notification of Strengthening Safety Supervision on Seafreight of Dangerous Goods in Shanghai Port during 2010 EXPO

To relevant parties:

According to Shanghai Municipal Government’s requirement of strengthen the safety and security work during EXPO, please be notified below issues in order to ensure safety port operation of dangerous goods during EXPO 2010 period.

1. During 15-April to 15-November, 2010, as the security degree of EXPO is First or Second, it is forbidden to operate all kinds and/or degrees of dangerous goods in terminals within Huangpu River mid and upper stream areas.

2. During 30-April to 31-October, 2010, it is forbidden to operate dangerous goods as explosive cargoes, organic peroxide products, violent toxic cargoes, radioactive cargoes, hydrogen peroxide, acetone, and/or acid products in all terminals in Shanghai port, except in Yangshan terminal. For special cases require port operation which concern the international construction project, enterprise production and/or public needs, it must be approved by us. For export fireworks ex Waigaoqiao terminal, it must be applied to us on vessel basis to get approval.
3. During 20-March to 31-October, 2010, we temporarily stop receiving the application for certification of port operation of dangerous goods.

4. During 30-April to 31-October, 2010, frequency of report of port operation of dangerous goods is upgraded to weekly basis. And it is upgraded to daily basis when the security grade of EXPO is escalated to First and/or Second. Each terminal must input details of the operation in the required format and report it to local port administration authority.
5. All relevant parties must be aware it is significant important to ensure safety dangerous goods port operation during EXPO. All local port administration authorities must strengthen the supervision on the flammable and explosive cargoes operation premises and areas within terminals. The local authority must be rigorously to any violation in order to build a safety port operation.
